Habiendo completado el cantico (la recitación) del Gran 

Amen, el sacerdote invita a la asamblea a orar.  Este es el 

único momento en la Liturgia Eucarística que con las 

palabras “Oremos” se le llama a la asamblea a que se unan 

al sacerdote en la vocalización de la oración.  Podrán notar 

que no hay un AMEN al final de esta, esto sería superfluo ya 

que el sacerdote y la asamblea ora al mismo tiempo siendo 

una sola voz. 
 

El sacerdote, después de depositar las especies Eucarísticas 

en el altar, invita a la asamblea con las siguientes palabras: 

“Fieles a la recomendaci·n del Se¶or y siguiendo su divina 

enseñanza nos atrevemos a decir:” que nos provee con la 

base teológica para La Oración del Señor.   Nuestro salvado 

recomienda que hagamos uso de esta oración.  No es 

opcional. Es lo que Jesús nos llama a decir. “Padre Nuestro 

que estás en el Cielo”.  Dios es el Padre y es Eterno Dios.  

Esta también la dimensión escatológica de que Dios “esta en 

el cielo”.  Nuestra relación con Dios tiene sus raíces en la fe, 

no en el verlo y caminar con él en la tierra.  Aquí estamos 

orando a Dios que es el Padre y que es lo que Jesús nos 

enseño, no estamos orando a Jesús. 
 

“Venga a nosotros Tu reino”  El Reino es, cuando 

exploramos la etimología de la palabra, El lugar donde se 

reúnen todos aquellos a quienes se les otorgo la 

dignidad completa de humanos. Es la dimensión universal 

de la salvación. Debido a este reino, la Voluntad de Dios se 

ha cumplido.   
 

Cuál es su voluntad?  Vivir de acuerdo al compromiso 

hecho por nosotros en el Misterio Pascual. 
 

Donde deberá hacerse? “En la tierra como en el cielo”. En 

otras palabras es una aplicación universal completa.  

Nosotros debemos vivir la voluntad de Dios en todo 

lugar. 
 

“Danos el pan de cada día” es, nuestra plegaria por 

alimentación vista como una petición por la Eucaristía 

diaria.  “Perdona nuestras ofensas así como nosotros 

perdonamos a los que nos ofenden”   Poniendo la petición 

por la Eucaristía junto al perdón demuestra la unión que 

con la  Eucaristía y el Perdón. 
 

“No nos dejes caer en tentación y líbranos del mal”.  Aquí le 

pedimos Dios que nos proteja y nos llame a vivir una 

vida de acuerdo a Su  divina voluntad.  
 

La pequeña oración que precede y sigue la doxología hace 

mas grande la oración que Jesús nos enseño‟  Esta misma 

oración nos prepara para orar con las palabras “Cordero de 

Dios...”

The Revised Roman Missal  
and the Lord’s Prayer 

 

Sr. Karen Wilhelmy, CSJ 
 

Having completed the singing (or recitation of) the 
Great Amen, the priest invites the assembly to pray.  
This is the only time in the Eucharistic Liturgy when the 
words “Let us pray” call the assembly to join with the 
priest in vocalizing the prayer.  You will notice that 
there is no “Amen” at the conclusion.  It would be su-
perfluous since the entire assembly and the priest are 
praying it together in total and as one voice.  
 

The priest, after placing the Eucharistic species on the 
altar, invites the assembly with the following words: “At 
the Savior’s command and formed by divine teaching, 
we dare to say:” which provide us with a theological 
foundation for the Lord‟s Prayer.  Our Savior com-
manded us to make use of this prayer.  It is not op-
tional.  It is what Jesus called and told us to pray.  “Our 
Father, who art in heaven.”  God is Father and is the 
eternal God.  There is the eschatological dimension of 
this prayer indicating that God is “in heaven”. Our rela-
tionship with God is rooted in faith, not in seeing and 
walking with God on this earth. We are praying to God 
who is Father in the words which Jesus gave us.  We 
are NOT praying to Jesus.  
 

“Thy kingdom come; thy will be done…”   This kingdom 
is, as we explore the etymology of the word, the gath-
ering of all those given full human dignity.  It is the 
universal dimension of salvation. Because of this king-
dom, God‟s will is to be done.  What is this will?  It is to 
live in accord with the covenant made with us by 
the Paschal Mystery. 
 

Where is this to be done?  “On earth as it is in heaven.” 
In other words, it is universal in the extent of its applica-
tion.  We are to live God’s will everywhere. 
 

“Give us this day our daily bread” is our plea for nour-
ishment and is seen as the petition for daily Eucharist.  
“Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who 
trespass against us.” Placing the request for Eucha-
rist next to forgiveness demonstrates the unity of 
Eucharist and Reconciliation.    
 

“Lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.” 
asks that God protect us and call us to live in ac-
cord with His divine will.   
 

The short prayer that follows and precedes the doxol-
ogy enhances the prayer Jesus taught us.  This same 
prayer prepares us to pray with the words, “Lamb of 
God…” 
 
 

That we may live more nearly as we pray  
the Lord’s Prayer 

we pray to the Lord this week.

Radiante e incorruptible es la sabiduría; con facilidad la contemplan 
quienes la aman y ella se deja encontrar por quienes la buscan y se 
anticipa a darse a conocer a los que la desean.

Lectura de la primera carta del apóstol San Pablo a los Tesaloni-
censes 
Hermanos: No queremos que ignoren lo que pasa con los difuntos, para 
que no vivan tristes, como, los que no tienen esperanza.  Pues, si cree-
mos que Jesús murió y resucitó, de igual manera debemos creer que, a 
los que murieron en Jesús, Dios los llevará con él.  [ Lo que les deci-
mos, como palabra del Señor, es esto: que nosotros, los que quedemos 
vivos para cuando venga el Señor, no tendremos ninguna ventaja sobre 
los que ya murieron.  Cuando Dios mande que suenen las trompetas, se 
oirá la voz de un arcángel y el Señor mismo bajará del cielo.  Entonces, 
los que murieron en Cristo resucitarán primero; después nosotros, los 
que quedemos vivos, seremos arrebatados, juntamente con ellos entre 
nubes por el aire, para ir al encuentro del Señor, y así estaremos siem-
pre con él.  Consuélense, pues, unos a otros con estas palabras. ]  
 

Lectura del Santo Evangelio según San Mateo 
En aquel tiempo, Jesús dijo a sus discípulos esta parábola: “El Reino de 
los cielos es semejante a diez jóvenes, que tomando sus lámparas, 
salieron al encuentro del esposo.  Cinco de ellas eran descuidadas y 
cinco, previsoras.  Las descuidadas llevaron sus lámparas, pero no 
llevaron aceite para llenarlas de nuevo; las previsoras, en cambio, lleva-
ron cada una un frasco de aceite junto con su lámpara.  Como el espo-
so tardaba, les entró sueño a todas y se durmieron.  A medianoche se 
oyó un grito: „¡Ya viene el esposo!  ¡Salgan a sus encuentro!‟  Se levan-
taron entonces todas aquellas jóvenes y se pusieron a preparar sus 
lámparas, y las descuidadas dijeron a las previsoras: „Dennos un poco 
de su aceite, porque nuestras lámparas se están apagando.‟  Las previ-
soras les contestaron: „No, porque no va a alcanzar para ustedes y para 
nosotras.  Vayan mejor a donde lo venden y cómprenlo‟. Mientras aqué-
llas iban a comprarlo, llegó el esposo, y las que estaban listas entraron 
con él al banquete de bodas y se cerró la puerta.  Más tarde llegaron las 
otras jóvenes y dijeron: „Señor, señor ábrenos‟.  Pero él les respondió: 
„Yo les aseguro que no las conozco‟.  Estén, pues, preparados, porque 
no saben ni el día ni la hora”.

A reading from the Book of the Wisdom 
Resplendent and unfading is wisdom, and she is readily perceived by 
those who love her, and found by those who seek her.  She hastens to 
make herself known in anticipation of their desire: whoever watches for 
her at dawn shall not be disappointed, for he shall find her sitting by his 
gate. 
 

A reading from the first Letter of Saint Paul to the Thessalonians  
We do not want you to be unaware, brothers and sisters, about those 
who have fallen asleep, so that you may not grieve like the rest, who 
have no hope.  For if we believe that Jesus died and rose, so too will 
God, through Jesus, bring with him those who have fallen asleep. 
[Indeed, we tell you this, on the word of the Lord, that we who are alive, 
who are left until the coming of the Lord, will surely not precede those 
who have fallen asleep.  For the Lord himself, with a word of command, 
with the voice of an archangel and with the trumpet of God, will come 
down from heaven, and the dead in Christ will rise first.  Then we who 
are alive, who are left, will be caught up together with them in the clouds 
to meet the Lord in the air.  Thus we shall always be with the Lord.  
Therefore, console one another with these words.] 
 

A reading from the holy gospel according to Matthew  
Jesus told his disciples this parable: “The kingdom of heaven will be like 
ten virgins who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom.  
Five of them were foolish and five were wise.  The foolish ones, when 
taking their lamps, brought no oil with them, but the wise brought flasks 
of oil with their lamps.  Since the bridegroom was long delayed, they all 
became drowsy and fell asleep.  At midnight, there was a cry, „Behold 
the bridegroom!  Come out to meet him!‟  Then all those virgins got up 
and trimmed their lamps.  The foolish ones said to the wise, „Give us 
some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.‟  But the wise ones replied, 
„No, for there may not be enough for us and you.  Go instead to the 
merchants and buy some for yourselves.‟  While they went off to but it, 
the bridegroom came and those who were ready went into the wedding 
feast with him.  Then the door was locked.  Afterwards the other virgins 
came and said, „Lord, Lord, open the door for us!‟  But he said in reply, 
„Amen, I say to you, I do not know you.‟  Therefore, stay awake, for you 
know neither the day nor the hour.”
